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Overview of Responsibilities

With a growing population of over 511,000, Kane County’s Division of
Transportation (KDOT) is continually enhancing and expanding the
County transportation infrastructure to accommodate growth, while
also maintaining existing roadways, bridges, and traffic equipment.
The 62 full-time KDOT employees are responsible for the maintenance,
planning, design, and construction of approximately 314 miles of

highways and bridges.

KDOT provides technical assistance to 16 township highway departments within its boundaries and is
the lead agency for township projects constructed and maintained with Motor Fuel Tax funds. The staff
works closely with local citizens and coordinates with Federal, State, regional, and local agencies on

transportation and land use issues.

KDOT works with the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA), the

lllinois Department of Transportation (IDOT), the Chicago Metropolitan Agency for Planning (CMAP),
the Regional Transportation Authority (RTA), Pace, and Metra to plan, fund, and provide roadways and
transit services that address the mobility needs of those traveling within and through the County.

FY 2011 Revenues

The Division of Transportation receives revenues from three
property tax levies (i.e. County Highway, County Bridge, County
Matching), two motor fuel tax funds (i.e. Motor Fuel Tax and
Local Option Motor Fuel Tax), reimbursements and other
sources (i.e. State, Federal, Impact Fees, Local, developer’s
contributions, and transfers), transportation sales tax, and
previous year fund balances including the Transportation Capital
Fund.

In 2011, the tax revenues are projected to decrease from
sixteen percent (16%) from historical levels. Available funding
totaling $67.8 million is anticipated from all sources including
Impact Fees and Other Financing Sources. The two Motor Fuel
Taxes account for over twenty-one percent (21.5%) of the
revenues in FY 2011.

In late 2009, a Sales Tax Revenue Bond was approved by the
Kane County Board for a total of $40M. The bond revenues will
help to address reduced revenues. Along with significant
savings due to favorable interest rates and project cost, 1,400
highway construction related jobs are anticipated.

FY 2011 Expenditures

The main expenditures for the FY2011 Program are in the Transportation Capital Projects (50%)
and Maintenance (13.7%) categories. Eighteen percent (18%) of expenditures are allocated to
debt service. In total, the direct outlays for capital projects, resurfacing and bond repayment total

more than eighty-two percent (82%) of the FY 2011 expenditures.

FY 2011 expenditures are

expected to reach $67.8 million. Design engineering, right of way acquisition and construction/
construction engineering phases for Kane County’s five (5) primary capital projects are included in

the FY2011 Program.

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TRANSPORTATION IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM

The Kane County Division of Transportation’s FY2011l Transportation Improvement Program (TIP)
includes many different types of projects, including intersection improvements, bridge replacements,
grade separations, realignments, and roadway extensions. The map on the following page depicts the
location of activities in FY2011. The following are the FY2011 priority projects:

e Stearns Road Bridge Corridor — Received $70.4M of HPP funds. Construction of a new corridor
including a new bridge over the Fox River. The four mainline construction contracts have been
completed. Engineering and ROW acquisition for the ultimate scope will continue during FY 2011.

¢ Anderson Road from Keslinger Road to lllinois Route 38 — Received $7.6M of HPP funds.
Proposed construction of a new corridor and grade separation over the UP Railroad. Phase Il
Engineering and ROW acquisition will continue during FY 2011.

¢ Longmeadow Parkway Bridge Corridor — Received $4.0M of HPP funds. Proposed construction
of a new corridor including a new bridge over the Fox River. Phase | Engineering and ROW
acquisition will continue during FY 2011.

e Interstate 90 at Illinois Route 47 interchange - Collaborative funding effort is being
coordinated between the Village of Huntley, McHenry County, IDOT, lllinois Tollway, and Kane
County. Proposed construction of a full interchange. Identified by the Kane County Board as the
#1 priority for interchange improvements. Phase Il Engineering will continue during FY 2011.

e Orchard Road from south of Jericho Road to US Route 30 — Proposed add-lanes improvement
of the last remaining segment of the Randall Road/Orchard Road corridor that has yet to be
improved to a 4-lane cross-section. Construction is anticipated to start during FY 2011.

In addition to improving the transportation system through capital improvement projects, the County
will continue to provide a wide range of other quality services to the motoring public for safe and
efficient use of local roadways. Additional 2011 efforts include:

e Pursue additional federal, state, and other funding for programmed transportation projects.
e Implement County and Township Bridge Maintenance Programs.

e Continue engineering and land acquisition for various highway projects.

e Complete various safety improvements.

e Maintain 314 miles of right-of-way.

e Continue resurfacing and crack-sealing programs.

e Assist townships with resurfacing programs and distribution of MFT Funds.

e Enhance various geographic information systems.

e Staff the Council of Mayors and other area planning activities.

e Complete the Transportation and Transit Components of the Kane County Long Range
Comprehensive Plan.

¢ Complete the Randall Road BRT Feasibility Study.
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STEARNS RoOAD BRIDGE CORRIDOR

The Stearns Road Bridge Corridor is the largest transportation improvement undertaken by a local
agency (except the City of Chicago) in the Chicagoland area. This proposed 4.6-mile improvement,
which extends from Randall Road to the Kane/DuPage County line, along with a new roadway and
pedestrian bridge over the Fox River, will help alleviate congestion in central Kane County.

In August 2005, $70.4 million of Federal funds were earmarked in the SAFETEA-LU Bill for the project.
The total project cost is currently estimated at $160 million. Kane County received Phase | Engineering
Design Approval in July, 2006.

During 2008 and 2009, the County developed contract plans for the construction of the new mainline
pavement and bridge. The corridor was opened to vehicular traffic at the end of 2010. The
construction and development of the corridor has been broken down into several stages as described
below. Engineering and ROW work for the ultimate scope is now under way.
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Stage 1: Environmental Contract—November 2006 - Fall 2008

A bid opening for Stage 1 occurred on November 17, 2006 and resulted in the successful award of the
construction contract. This contract included the construction of a wetland mitigation site, detention
basins, and preliminary earthwork. Construction is complete for this improvement.

m Stage 1A: Three Bridge Contracts—September 2007 - Fall 2008

Three construction contracts were awarded for the three bridges: Westbound Stearns Road over North
Branch of Brewster Creek, IL 31 over Stearns Road, and Dunham Road over CC&P Railroad.
Construction of these 3 improvements is complete.
m Stage 2: McLean Blvd Intersections & Bridge—June 2009 - December 2010
Construction of the CNIC Railroad bridge over McLean Boulevard and construction of the new Stearns
Road at McLean Boulevard intersection and the IL 31 at McLean Boulevard intersection. Construction is
complete for this improvement.

Stage 3: IL 25/Dunham Road/Stearns Road—June 2009—December 2010
Realignment of Stearns Road with IL 25 and Dunham Road creating a standard 4-legged intersection
with improved geometrics and signalization. Construction is complete for this improvement.
m Stage 4: MclLean Blvd to IL 25 & New Bridge—April 2009—December 2010
Construction of the new Stearns Road corridor from IL 25 to McLean Boulevard, including the new
bridge over the Fox River. Construction is complete for this improvement.

Stage 5: Randall Road to McLean Blvd—June 2009 to December 2010
Construction of the new Stearns Road corridor from Randall Road to McLean Boulevard, including the
McDonald/Randall and the McLean/Stearns intersections, a new intersection at Umbdenstock, and a
new bridge over the CNIC Railroad. Construction is complete for this improvement.
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Anderson Road Extension
from IL 38 to Keslinger Road

The proposed extension of Anderson Road from IL 38 south to Keslinger Road will include one lane in
each direction, separated by a wide, grass median. The median will easily provide right-of-way for the
future expansion of the roadway to two lanes in each direction. Pedestrian and bikeway facilities will be
incorporated in the engineering plans.

A new bridge will extend Anderson Road over the Union Pacific Railroad, enhancing access to the Elburn
Metra station and providing an optional route for IL 47 traffic. Consequently, residents will have
improved, safer access to commuter rail service, and the Village of Elburn will potentially experience a
decrease in traffic congestion at the IL 47 UP at-grade crossing in their central business district.

The Kane County Division of Transportation (KDOT) anticipates design approval from the lllinois
Department of Transportation (IDOT) and the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) by early 2010.
Phase Il Engineering was initiated in 2009 and is being conducted concurrently with Phase | Engineering.
Construction plans will be completed in early 2011. Land Acquisition will continue throughout 2011 in
anticipation of a target 2012 letting date, with construction commencing in Summer 2012.

Longmeadow Parkway
Bridge Corridor

The Longmeadow Parkway Bridge Corridor is a proposed four-lane Fox River Bridge crossing and a new
6-mile roadway corridor to alleviate traffic congestion in northeastern Kane County. The project limits
start west of Randall at Huntley Road with an eastern terminus at IL 62 and includes existing
Longmeadow Parkway on the west side of the Fox River.

The County received $4 million in federal funds from SAFETEA-LU for Phase | Engineering and a portion
of the needed Land Acquisition. Phase Il Engineering, the remaining Land Acquisition, Construction and
Construction Engineering are currently unfunded. Federal STP funds totaling $2.5 million have been
programmed for the Construction Phase of the project. With a total project cost of $170 million, the
bridge far exceeds typical Federal and State earmarks for local projects.

Eleven local governments in the Upper Fox Valley region passed resolutions of support requesting that
Kane County consider funding the bridge through a user fee (toll funding). The Kane County Board
considered the initial request at their July 25, 2007 Committee of the Whole meeting and unanimously
agreed to establish a Longmeadow Parkway Toll Bridge Task Force. The 9-member Task Force includes
representation from the Kane County Board and staff, area municipal Mayors and staff, and McHenry
County Board and staff.

This project is in Phase | Engineering. Proposed geometry at major intersections is complete. Work on
proposed drainage, including detention is underway. The concept plan also referenced as the “type, size
& location (TS&L) for the new bridge over the Fox River is in progress. Staff continues to work on right
of way acquisitions at locations where requirements have been defined and confirmed.
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Interstate 90 at lllinois Route 47

The interchange reconstruction improvement project at IL Route 47 and Interstate 90 is the top
interchange priority for Kane and McHenry Counties. This improvement creates a full interchange at IL
47 and 1-90 and provides full-access to and from the east and west on 1-90.

IL 47 is on the National Highway System (NHS) and is a Strategic Regional Arterial for the Chicago
Region. A  full-access interchange and improved corridor will greatly enhance the region’s
transportation network and economic competitiveness. This project will improve mobility, safety and
connectivity, thereby reducing congestion.

The Village of Huntley and the lllinois State Toll Highway Authority (ISHTA) are the lead agencies in
this project. The feasibility study has been completed and coordination continues to secure funding
participation from all stakeholders such as ISHTA, lllinois Department of Transportation (IDOT), Village
of Huntley, and McHenry County for this $66.9 million project. Phase Il Engineering will continue
during FY 2011. Construction is anticipated to start in 2011.

Orchard Road, south of Jericho Road,
to U.S. Route 30

The Orchard Road add-lanes improvement will widen the last remaining 1.5 mile portion of Orchard
Road to a 4-lane cross-section. Actual project limits end north of US 30, but could be extended if State
funding is made available for the intersection at Orchard Road at US 30.

Orchard Road is on the National Highway System (NHS) and is a Strategic Regional Arterial for the
Chicago Region. The corridor serves Kane and Kendall County and will greatly enhance the region’s
transportation network by improving connectivity, thereby reducing congestion, travel times, and fuel
consumption.

Kane County is the lead agency and could provide any necessary local match for Federal funding. The
estimated cost of the remaining phases of the project is $20.5M. Phase | Engineering has been
completed and Phase Il Engineering plans have been submitted to IDOT. Right of way acquisition is
ongoing. Construction is targeted for 2011 pending completion of right of way acquisition.
