








Bricher—New SB 3A and NB 11B-(Tier 2)

NB 11B New

Tier 1:   No proposed improvements
Tier 2:   Add new NB and SB stops; add sidewalks and crosswalks.  At SB 3A, walkway will need to be bridged over existing culvert.

Geneva Commons –Relocate SB 3 and New NB 11A stops 

Tier 1: Move Existing SB 3 stop inside Geneva Commons. Install a sign on a post. Add NB 11A stop. 
Tier 2: No Improvements proposed. Long term corridor improvements may move these two stops back onto Randall Road.

Tier 2:   Add New NB and SB stops, Add bus shelters, add walkway from bus stop to connect to existing sidewalks.



Christina Ln—Existing SB 5 and Relocate NB 9 stops

Tier 1:     Relocate existing NB 9 stop, add bus shelter, add crosswalks and add walkway to connect to existing sidewalk.  Add Bus shelter to existing SB 5 stop.
Tier 2:   Add sidewalks in NW and SW quadrant to connect to existing sidewalks.

Gleneagle Dr –Existing SB 6A and NB 8

Tier 1:     Add bus shelter to existing stops, add crosswalks and walkway to connect to existing sidewalk.  At SB stop, transition walkway to bridge over exist ditch.
Tier 2:   Add sidewalks in NW and SW quadrant to connect to existing sidewalks.



Fabyan Pkwy- New SB 6B and NB 8A stops (Tier 2)

Coordinate with County on future Fabyan Pkway’s intersection improvement scheduled construction in 2012.
Tier 1:  Install a sign post stop for both direction.
Tier 2:  Add sidewalks in the SE quadrant, add walkways to bridge over existing culvert and connect to existing sidewalks



Mill Street—Existing SB 6 and NB 7—Relocate

NB 7– Relocate

Tier 1:  Relocate existing bus stops NB and SB to meet Pace Bus Stop Location Guidelines, construct bus shelters,  add crosswalks and access ramps at all 4 corners
of the intersection.  Due to steep ditch at SW quadrant, recommend walkway be retained to cross over ditch.
Tier 2:  No Improvements proposed.



Mckee Street—Existing SB 7 and NB 6—Relocate

NB 6

Tier 1—Build bus shelters and relocate exist stops to meet Pace Stop Location Guidelines, add crosswalks, construct walkway to connect to existing sidewalks..  AT SB
7, there exists a big slope and ditch, culvert may be extended or build sidewalk to bridge over ditch area

Tier 2—No Improvements proposed.



Wilson—Existing SB 8 and New NB 5A stops

SB 8

NB 5A Midblock

Tier 1:  Due to right hand turn lane, New NB 5A stop placed prior to the start of the right hand turn.   Add bus shelter, walkway and crosswalk to connect to existing
sidewalks.  Relocate existing  SB8 to meet Pace standards and add walkway to connect to existing sidewalks.

Tier 2:  No improvements at this time.



Main—New SB 8A Stop and Relocate NB 5

New SB 8A Tier2

Ex NB 5 Remove

Tier 1—Remove existing NB 5 stop due to the proximity of the proposed mid block stop between Wilson and Main Street, however, install sidewalks to connect to mid
block stop, add sidewalk, crosswalk and access ramps north of Main St.
Tier 2—Coordinate with future development to install potential new SB stop- requires further evaluation at that time

Mooseheart—Existing SB 9 and propose new NB 4A stop (Tier 2)

NB 4A (Tier 2)

Tier 1:  Leave existing stop SB “as is” until further development occurs near the intersection—no improvements recommended
Tier 2:  Add new NB stop and coordinate with future developments
Note: Kane County Jurisdiction ends at this intersection from the North



Dogwood Dr—Existing  SB 10 and NB4– Relocate stops

SB 10 Relocate

Tier 1:  Relocate existing stops to meet Pace Guidelines, add bus shelters.
Tier 2:  Add sidewalks at both directions and ADA access ramps at all 4 corners.  It shall be coordinated with the development of the NW and SW quadrants

Oak Street—Existing SB 11  and NB 3—Relocate stops

SB 11Relocate

Tier 1:   Existing Stops are too close to intersection—relocate to the north in accordance to Pace Standards, add sidewalks at the NE quadrant to connect to existing
sidewalks

Tier 2:  Coordinate with development at SW corner to install public sidewalks and SB 11 may be relocated to the farside

Tier 1:   Coordinate with County on the I-88 widening project at Randall Road, may move Ex SB 12 to farside.
Tier 2:   Add landings and bus shelter to existing stops, add connection sidewalks and crosswalks and access ramps to intersection in both direction

Tier 1:   Maintain location of existing NB and SB stops, add bus shelters, add sidewalks, crosswalks, and access ramps.
Tier 2:   No proposed improvement at this time.

Ex Sidewalk
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 As a way of providing more direct Route 529 access in both directions to the Delnor Hospital Campus  

and the Geneva Commons shopping area, a revised routing was proposed. The portion of the route 

affected is between Bricher and Keslinger Roads, as shown on the map below. The question was raised 

as to whether this deviation will add travel time that would impact operating cost, result in less reliable 

service, or make the service less desirable for current riders. To begin to address these issues, timings of 

the revised routes were made during the AM peak period of Tuesday, January 19, 2010.  

Service timings of the current route were made to gauge 

the accuracy of the current published schedule. Relevant 

time-points included Wilson, IL38/Randall, and the Judicial 

Center.   

As shown in the following table, the northbound test trip 

matched the scheduled time to the Judicial Center, but 

was four minutes longer to IL 38. Scheduled travel time 

between Wilson and IL 38 is the same in both directions 

(i.e, 10 minutes); despite the deviation through Delnor 

northbound, including access to the northeast Hospital 

entrance through a parking lot. The 14 minutes would 

seem more realistic. The second southbound test trip 

followed the 7:45a departure of Route 529 from the 

Judicial Center, which left four minutes late, but was on 

schedule at Randall/Sullivan.

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including the re-routes would be comparable to the published schedule between Wilson and the Judicial 

Center. The schedule appears to provide extra time between IL 38/Randall and the Judicial Center which 

would make up for some of the added time.  The northbound travel time would be somewhat offset by not 

pulling into the Hospital parking lot to access the northeast entrance.  

 

Left turns didn’t seem to be overly problematic, although the second southbound trip from Delnor Drive 

onto Keslinger was delayed about a minute waiting for an opening in eastbound and westbound traffic on 

Keslinger. There was no problem on the other two trips.  The turns on Commons Drive just north of 

Wiliamsburg may be too tight for a bus; this will need to be checked by Pace.
